In early 2014 she moved to Bali to volunteer with an animal 

rescue/sanctuary based there. It was during her time in Bali that she 

realized that the root of all the problems was unwanted animals ς if we 

could sterilize more animals, then less animals would be born to suffer 

lives of neglect on the streets. She focused most of her efforts during this 

time on running a sterilization program. 

She stayed in Bali until mid 2016, when she moved with her rescue dog to 

the small island of Koh Samui in Thailand.

Our 5th year as an official Australian charity has been our best year 

yet!  We received official Thai Charity status on the 5th of October 

2022. So now we are official in both countries! The Thai charity 

status system is a bit different to Australia in that we must wait 2 

years before we can apply to offer tax deductibility to Thai tax payers 

but this is an important and very big first step! 

Thailand continues to recover from the devastation wreaked by 

Covid, we now see more volunteers coming and more donations 

coming in. Having official Thai charity status has allowed us to 

drastically expand our work, we now have our own dedicated CNVR 

clinic on Koh Samui with a full time vet and support staff. 

We have run 3 spay-a-thons as well as running our Muslim village cat 

sterilization project,  we set some great goals that we smashed out 

of the park.   Now that we have our own clinic we have BIG plans for 

next financial year including adding another vet  and support staff, 

an administration worker and opening our own shop, selling supplies 

for pets and humans alike. 



2023-2024 is already off to a good start ς we average 200 dogs 

and 200 cats most months. 

We plan to hire another full time Thai vet, we are developing a 

volunteer program  so that final year vet students can come and 

get valuable skills in high volume S&N. 

We are making a shop on site at our clinic so people can 

support our work though purchase of goods from us, it will 

feature locally produced ethical products.

As always we set and reached some very ambitious sterilizing 

targets. Including 300 cats over 3 months, and 200 dogs over 3 

months. 

We added another volunteer vet and hired our very own full time 

Thai vet. 

We added some new corporate sponsors and received 2 grants 

for our clinic.

Koh Samui Muslim Village Cat Sterilization Project.

During one  Samui Spay-a-thon we found SOOOOOO many cats 

living in the Muslim village - they desperately needed help to 

get the population under control.

We sterilized approximately 100 female cats in the village over a 

period of 3 months. 

Project cost was: $3,200aud. 

April 2022 we started working with Happy Doggo, they sponsor 
costs of most dog sterilization with us. 
 Over this time the partnership has helped us to sterilize nearly 
1000 dogs, has helped us to grow, shown us that we can aim 
high and achieve anything we put our minds to.
